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ARTICLE I. NAME Section 1.
a.   This chapter shall be known as the Michigan Technological University Student Chapter of the Society for Mining, Metallurgy & Exploration.
b.   The Society for Mining, Metallurgy & Exploration may herein be referred to as S.M.E. c.   The Michigan Technological University Student Chapter of the Society for Mining,
Metallurgy & Exploration may herein be referred to as The S.M.E. Student Chapter. ARTICLE II. AIMS AND OBJECTIVES
Section 1.

This chapter’s object shall be to promote among its members continued professional growth in the areas of mining, metallurgy, geology, and exploration, and to encourage professional responsibility which includes ethical, social, economic, and safety considerations.

ARTICLE III. CONFORMITY WITH S.M.E.

The governance of this chapter shall at all times conform to the Articles of Incorporation and Bylaws of S.M.E., a member society of the American Institute of Mining, Metallurgical, and Petroleum engineers, Inc. (A.I.M.E.).
ARTICLE IV. MEMBERSHIP Section 1.
a.   Candidacy for membership in the S.M.E. Student Chapter shall be open to all members of the Michigan Technological University community.
b.   In compliance with Michigan Technological University’s Board of Trustees Equal Opportunity Policy effective February 24, 2011, the Association will not discriminate on the basis of race, religion, color, national origin, age, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity, height, weight, genetic information or marital status. In addition, the organization is committed to the policy of not discriminating against disabled individuals or veterans.

Section 2.

Membership in the S.M.E. Student Chapter shall be granted with the following classifications and conditions.
a.   STUDENT MEMBERSHIPS: Students in good standing and who have a cumulative
GPA of at least 2.0 shall be eligible for membership.
b.   FACULTY MEMBERSHIPS: Any Member of the Michigan Technological
University Faculty shall be eligible for membership.
c.   HONORARY MEMBERSHIPS: Any person may be eligible for honorary membership in the S.M.E. Student Chapter.  A two-thirds passing vote of the members attending a regular session is required.

Section 3.

Membership shall begin upon acceptance as a member of the National S.M.E. and upon payment of S.M.E. Student Chapter Dues.

Section 4.

Student membership shall continue as long as the member is enrolled and remains in good standing at Michigan Technological University, remains a member of the National S.M.E., and pays the S.M.E. Student Chapter dues for the current year.

Section 5.

a.   Upon written request of five members, a member may, for cause stated and after due hearing and discussion by the S.M.E. Student Chapter, be expelled by a four-fifths vote
of the members present; or upon written request of ten percent of membership, a member may be expelled by a simple majority of the Executive board.

Student members shall have full voting and benefits as outlined by the S.M.E.  They shall be invited to participate in all S.M.E. Student Chapter activities, and be eligible for travel, lodging, and meal reimbursement as determined by the National S.M.E. and the S.M.E. Student Chapter Executive Board.  Faculty and Honorary members shall be eligible to participate in all S.M.E. Student Chapter activities, but shall have no voting privileges
nor be able to hold office. ARTICLE V. DUES
Section 1.

Annual S.M.E. Student Chapter dues shall be determined at the general election meeting in the spring semester for the following year, and shall be payable at the beginning of the academic year.  Faculty and Honorary Members pay no S.M.E. Student Chapter dues. The S.M.E. Student Chapter dues are separate from those remitted for membership in the National S.M.E..

Section 2.

Dues are subject to change by decision of the National S.M.E. and the S.M.E. Student Chapter.  S.M.E. Student Chapter changes require a unanimous vote of the Executive Board, and a simple majority of the S.M.E. Student Chapter members present at the meeting.

Section 3.

A member who has not paid his dues for one semester shall loose his/her privilege and if in arrears for one year, his/her S.M.E. Student Chapter membership.

Section 4.

The S.M.E. Student Chapter shall have the right to levy special assessments by a two- thirds vote of all present at any regular meeting.

ARTICLE VI. OFFICERS Section 1.
The Executive Board shall consist of a President, Vice President, Secretary and

Treasurer.

[bookmark: _GoBack]A S.M.E. Student Chapter member with a GPA of at least 2.25, in good standing at Michigan Technological University, and a Student Member of the National S.M.E., or individuals who have applied for such membership, shall be eligible for any office.

Section 3.

Officers shall be elected from the S.M.E. Student Chapter membership at the first regular meeting of the Spring Semester for a term of one year, beginning with the last regular meeting of the academic year.  Each officer so elected shall personally thereupon accept election and give his/her pledge to assure the duties of the offices.

Section 4.

Nominations of officers shall be accompanied by a written or oral statement of acceptance.

Section 5.

Election shall be by a simple majority vote of the S.M.E. Student Chapter members present.

Section 6.

Vacancies of the Executive Board shall be filled in similar manner at a called election during a regular meeting.

Section 7.

At the annual Spring Semester election there shall be chosen from the faculty a member of the National S.M.E. who shall act as the S.M.E. Student Chapter Faculty Advisor, as a source of inspiration and counsel to the Executive Board and general membership.  It shall be the immediate duty of the newly-elected President to obtain the prescribed written acceptance of the faculty advisor, and ensure the name of the desired advisor is forwarded to Student Activities for approval.

Section 8.

The newly-elected President and Faculty Advisor shall proceed to secure an S.M.E. Student Chapter Counselor, who must be a National S.M.E. member from the practicing profession through the S.M.E. Upper Peninsula Section, and forward his/her acceptance to the Executive Director and Secretary of the National S.M.E..
ARTICLE VII. DUTIES OF THE OFFICERS Section 1.
The duties of the president shall be to preside at all S.M.E. Student Chapter and Executive Board meetings and to assume all executive duties not otherwise delegated by these bylaws.

Section 2.

It shall be the duty of the newly-elected President at the close of the college year to leave the Treasurer’s Report and funds in the safekeeping of the Faculty Advisor during the summer vacation period.

Section 3.

The Vice President shall preside during the absence of; or at the request of the President, and shall automatically succeed to the Presidency in case of vacancy.

Section 4.

The Secretary shall keep a record of all meetings of the S.M.E. Student Chapter and Executive Board in the Official Minutes.  The outgoing Secretary shall fulfill the Chapter Requirement of reporting the election of new officers, and shall act as the S.M.E. Student Chapter librarian.  At the close of the college year, the newly elected Secretary shall
leave the minutes book with the Faculty Advisor for safekeeping during the vacation period.

Section 5.

The Treasurer shall handle and account for all funds, paying out funds only upon approval of the President, or the Executive Board.  The Treasurer shall also submit a report with cash balance to the Executive Board for audit and approval at the end of the term of office.

ARTICLE VIII. COMMITEES Section 1.
The officers of the S.M.E. Student Chapter shall constitute the Executive Board

Committee, charged with the responsibility of a successful year’s program.
Section 2.

The President, as chair of the Executive Board Committee, shall oversee the selection of Standing Committee Chairs and representatives to University Committees, with approval of the S.M.E. Student Chapter by a simple majority vote during a regular Chapter meeting.

Section 3.

The Standing Committee shall include:
i.          Executive Board:
ii.	Professional Development:  The Committee shall be responsible for arrangement of plant tours, trips, speakers and various other educational functions.  The Committee shall also be responsible for all activities pertaining to the Annual International Mining Competition.
iii.	Public Relations and Fundraising:  The Committee shall be responsible for membership drives, publicity of all S.M.E. Student Chapter activities and maintenance of Student Chapter Web-page. The Committee shall also be responsible for organizing all S.M.E. Student Chapter activities pertaining to the raising of funds.




Section 4.

The President shall be an advisory member of these Committees, but these Committees shall be directly responsible to the Executive Board, which shall have the power to change the personnel of the Standing Committees, with Standing Committee Chair approval and to appoint Special Committees.

Section 5.

All members of the Mining Competition Team shall be members of the National S.M.E., for insurance purposes, and, if not already, be strongly encouraged to become members of the S.M.E. Student Chapter.

ARTICLE IX. MEETINGS Section 1.
a.   Regular meetings shall be held at least once per month on dates set by the Executive
Board.
b.   Robert’s Rules of Order, Newly Revised will govern all regular meetings of the S.M.E.

Student Chapter, except when in conflict with these bylaws.  Standing Committees may call special meetings at any time.
ARTICLE X.CONSTITUTION
Section 1.
a. Adoption, Amendments and Bylaws may be amended by a two-thirds vote of the present members at any regular meeting, provided notice of the proposed amendment shall have been given in writing at the last proceeding regular meeting.
b. Those things listed above will take effect when approved by Student Activities.
